This week we began Module 5: Place Value Concepts to compare, add and subtract.





Topic A builds on work with tens and ones that we explored in Module 3 and 4.  Lessons build on the idea that smaller units can be used to compare larger units by considering the  place value units of tens and ones.  Working with numbers that have more than 9 ones prepares students for adding and subtracting larger numbers in later grades.  





Through Topic A students should come to the understanding that the digits we use to write a number, such as the 2 and the 6 in 26, show how many tens and ones there are when the number is expressed in its ‘most composed’ form.
