The program is open to all seniors interested in attending SIUE in fall 2019 who 
meet the following criteria:  Minimum 18 ACT or 960 SAT ERW+M and cumulative 2.5 GPA for automatic 
admission and 17 ACT or 920 SAT ERW+M or higher and cumulative 2.0 or higher for provisional 
admission.  The process is simple!  Apply online any time between October 1-7, 2018, and submit the 
application.  DO NOT pay the application fee.  Make sure to have your transcripts sent to SIUE once you 
have made application!
