● Bus will not travel Schott Rd by Whitton Heights Trailer Park, between Hwy 50 and the water tower. 
Students should meet their bus at the water tower at 6:50am. 

● Bus will not travel the junction of Schott Rd. Students past this point should meet the bus at Shott Rd and 
E Mccarty St at 6:55 am.  

 
Route 217 

● Bus will not travel El Dorado, Nelson or Del Cerro Roads.  Students should meet their bus at any of the 
following stop times. 

o Marsha and Bald Hill at 7:13AM 
o Nelson and Bald Hill at 7:10 AM 
o El Dorado and Bald Hill at 7:08 AM 
o Del Cerro and Bald Hill at 7:07 AM.  

Route 219  
● Bus will run this route as scheduled.

● Bus will not travel Wilmor.  Students should meet their bus at Seven Hills Rd & Wilmor at 6:55 am.  
● Bus will not travel Brookside or Springdale.  Students should meet their bus at Green Meadow &
